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COMMUNITY LAND SCOTLAND: ELECTED DIRECTOR NOMINATION FORM 2025

Eligibility
Full Members of Community Land Scotland can nominate a representative to stand for election as a Community Land Scotland Elected Director. The nominee can fall into any of the following categories: 
· A Board Member of your organisation
· A member of staff
· One of your Ordinary Members
· An external person that you nominate 

Making a nomination
The nomination form for a potential Elected Director must be signed by a Board Member of the nominating organisation. 

Elections
The Board of Community Land Scotland can have a maximum of twelve Elected Directors. If the total number of sitting Elected Directors plus the nominated Elected Directors at an AGM is fewer than twelve, an election will not be required.

About Community Land Scotland
Community Land Scotland was established in 2010 and exists to:
a. Promote and represent the interests of community landowners across Scotland, at all levels of local and national government and their agencies; 
b. Promote the benefits of community landownership and proactively encourage new community landowners;
c. Collaborate with all other relevant membership and support organisations to ensure that appropriate support services are provided to community landowners, in particular access to and uptake of existing services;
d. Facilitate networking and mutual support amongst community landowners. 

At the time of writing (September 2025), Community Land Scotland has 139 Full Members and 5 Aspiring Members. 

Community Land Scotland Board
The Board of Community Land Scotland meets six to eight times a year with around half of meetings being in person and half online.  The organisation has an active Board, meaning that Directors may be asked to take part in meetings, approve applications from Members, attend events or give their views on policy and future plans between Board Meetings.
